Conditions and Application

1. Permit and I.D. must be carried by each rider while in the preserve.  Permit available at booth or administration office near Sunrise Highway entrance.  Permit fee is $50.00.  Permit valid for one year from date of issue.  Riders without permit will be denied use of bridle paths.

2. Access to bridle paths at areas shown on map.  Riding limited to defined trails.  Horses should be ridden at walk, trot or canter only.  Meet or pass other horses, vehicles or pedestrians in a single file at a walk.  Horses and carriages must follow all rules of the road.  No dogs or loose livestock.

3. Stay on bridle paths designated on map.  Avoid paths, streams, fishing sites and platforms, wet or marshy areas, maintenance areas and building complexes.

4. Horses must be properly saddled and bridled.  Riding double prohibited.  Horses with known vices such as biting, kicking, etc. will be identified by the traditional custom of a small red ribbon on the tail.  Unruly horses, reckless riding or violation of any rules may result in loss of a riding permit.

5. Health and Safety-In accordance with Agriculture and Markets Rules and Regulations, Part 64; A current Coggins certificate is required for all horses that are transported.  Riders may be required to produce a current certificate upon request.  In travel to and from preserve observe traffic regulations and use caution at all road crossing and traffic signals.  It is recommended that all horses be vaccinated yearly for Equine Encephalitis and Rabies.  The use and wearing of approved Head protection (Hard hat) is encouraged.  Preserve and bridle paths close at sunset.

6. Smoking is prohibited.  Please do not litter.  You are in one of the few remaining natural areas on Long Island.  Please carry out everything you may have brought in.

7. The New York State Office of Parks, Recreation, and Historic Preservation, Long Island Region will not be responsible for injury to horse or rider.
