Petition Regarding Route 107 Traffic and Safety Issues for Equestrians

The equestrian trails of Muttontown, Old Westbury and Brookville are all connected by a single equestrian crossing at Route 107 and McLean Drive in Brookville. The increased amount and speed of the traffic along Route 107 has rendered the crossing increasingly dangerous.  The existing horse crossing signs on Route 107 seem to go unnoticed by passing motorists.
